The Pantry@ St Stephen’s The pantry continues to support a growing number of families, who are really grateful for the food that we are able to 
supply through the amazing generosity of the congregations of St Stephen’s, St Andrew’s and St Michael’s and through the waste food donations 
from local supermarkets collected by our volunteers.  
If you are able to help this week, please do, we expect another increase in demand after the summer break.  Special requests are for squash, 
flavoured noodles, microwave rice,  tinned vegetables, household cleaning products and toiletries, as well as meat meals (such as minced 
beef, ravioli, chicken in sauce, chilli, meatballs etc), cereals, toilet rolls, tuna, milk, instant mash, pasta shapes and sauce, baked beans, tinned 
potatoes, soup, tea, coffee and sugar.   Thank you so much for your donations, they are really essential to the people we help. 
 
Climate Crisis Action 
Bees Wax sandwich wraps are a great zero waste alternative to tin foil and cling film as its natural, biodegradable, and reus able. 
Currently, tin foil requires aluminium mining, whilst the majority of local authorises cannot yet recycle cling film, making them 
unsustainable.
